
Delimitation of state border of independent Kazakhstan. Kyrgyzstan.

Disputed plots of Kazakhstan-Kyrgyzstan border could be conditionally divided into the
following 5 categories:

1. From the meeting point between the state borders of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the People's
Republic of China and the Kyrgyz Republic to the joint between the Kyrgyz-Kazakh border and
the border between Issyk-Kul and Chuy regions of the Kyrgyz Republic.

2. From junction point of the Kyrgyz-Kazakh border between the Issyk-Kul and Chuy regions of
the Kyrgyz Republic to the meeting point between the Kyrgyz-Kazakh border and the border
between Almaty and Zhambyl regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

3. From the meeting point between Kyrgyz-Kazakhstan border with the border between Almaty
and  Zhambyl  regions  of  the  Republic  of  Kazakhstan  to  the  point  of  junction  of  Kyrgyz-
Kazakhstan frontier and the border between Chuy and Talass regions of Kyrgyz Republic. 

4. From the joint of Kyrgyz-Kazakhstan border and border between Chuy and Talass regions of
Kyrgyz  Republic  to  the  meeting  point  between  Kyrgyz-Kazakhstan  border  and  the  border
between Zhambyl and South-Kazakhstan regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

5. From the meeting point between Kyrgyz-Kazakhstan border and the border between Zhambyl
and South-Kazakhstan regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan to the joint of the borders of the
Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Uzbekistan.

the KR and the RK given to the citizens of third
states" was signed in Bishkek

On  ratification  of  the  Treaty  between  Kyrgyz
Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan
Kyrgyzstan ratified the Treaty 5 years later

On April 24, 2008 - the Law of Kyrgyz Republic
«On  ratification  of  the  Treaty  between  the
Kyrgyz  Republic  and  the  Republic  of
Kazakhstan  on  Kyrgyz-Kazakh  state  border,
signed on December 15, 2001 in Astana city».

Note The law guarantees that after this Treaty come
into  force  the  government  will  conduct
appropriate  negotiations  with  Kazakhstan  side
about  the opportunity to  adopt  amendments  to
the present Treaty in relation to the plot Kok-Say
of Kara-Buurinskiy district of Talass region and
the section of the bypass road Bishkek-Torugart



near Druzhba village of Issyk-Altinskiy district
of Chuy region.
